Step4: Discussion (task)
What can we do for the Ss from poor areas in China?
Classify the class into groups. Have a discussion and find out what they can do for the Ss from poor areas in China. Each group will choose a student to tell us what they will do to help the poor students.
e.g. send them some stationery, raise some pocket money for them…
Step5: Writing (task)
   1. Ask the Ss to complete the letter from Millie and Simon by referring to the ad. Ss check the answers in pairs. Then ask one or two Ss to read the letter to the class.
   2. Suppose you are the principal, Please write a letter back to Millie and Simon, and tell them our school will do sth for the Ss from poor areas in China.
Step6: Speak up
Ask the Ss to practice the dialogue buying shoes and clothes in pairs by replacing the underlined words with their own information. Tell the able Ss to make up new dialogues and practice them in front of the class.
Study skills
Step7: How to remember words
Ask the Ss to draw pictures and add new words on their own.
Tell the Ss that learning vocabulary is a very personal task and there is no one way which suits everybody. It’s important that Ss think about how they learn best and how they can memorize the greatest number of words. Get the Ss to try to find out the best ways that fit them own.
Step8: Sum-up
Go through the new words and the language points learnt during this lesson.

   2. Get the Ss to write a guide to a shopping mall that they are familiar with (e.g. Bairunfa Shopping Mall or Nonggongshang Shopping Mall) according to Simon’s guide. Tell them that when we write notes, we do not need to write in complete sentences; we just need to write down the key points. Ask some able students to read their guides in front of the class.
 Step4: Speaking up (task)
Get the Ss to introduce the picture of the new shopping mall to their partners. Then ask the Ss to describe the layout of the shopping mall that they are familiar with.

Step5: Rivision
