III. Listening:
   1.the teacher asks: Have you decided what to wear? the teacher says: Great! I'm sure we will have a nice fashion show tomorrow. Please spend some time preparing for teh fashion show after school. I can't wait to watch your show.
    Now all of you know what to wear. But Eddie doesn't know what to wear. Do you think dogs need clothes? Please listen to the tape and then answer my questions

   3.Read the text again and again

Teaching Plan for Reading (1)
Objectives:
1.To locate specific information by scanning the text
2.To predict overall meaning from students’ own background and 
  knowledge
3.To guess the meaning of specific words from the context
4.To read for specific information and to think about related words.
Teaching procedures:
I. Greetings.
a. First greet the students.
b.Then ask a student: You look very smart today, and your coat 
  is very beautiful. What’s it made of ?
c.Ask a student to come to the front. Point at his coat, shirt sweater ……Ask and answer in pairs:
(What’s this? What’re these? What’s it made of? What’re these 
 made of? Teach:  colourful; smart; modern; cotton; wool; lether; silk)

3. Then ask the students to read the passage again. Then we can have a competition. Divide the students into four groups, ask the students themselves to try to ask questions according to the passage, like: “What do the students at Beijing Secondary School want to do for Project Hope?” Then let the other students answer it like “They want to raise money for Project Hope” 
4. Ask the students to read the passage quickly and ask the students to 
try to answer the following questions.
