Teaching aims:

Teaching procedure

ⅠWarm-up

1.      Listen and sing the colour song together.

2.      Have a free talk:

⑴T: Hi! Hello! Good morning! Nice to meet you. S:…
⑵T: What day is it today? S: It's Thursday.

⑶T: What do you have on Thursdays? S: We have…
⑷T: We have classes from Mondays to Fridays. We have no classes on Saturdays and Sundays. What do you do on Saturdays and Sundays?

3.      T: Do you go to the park? Let’s go to the nature park.

  ⑴Show the picture and the word card: nature park. Introduce the pronounce.

  ⑵Say: Nature, nature, nature park;

        Nature park, nature park, go to the nature park.

ⅡPresentation

sky

1.What can you say in the nature park? I can see a rainbow.

  Where is the rainbow? It’s in the sky. Listen and imitate the pronounce. Emphasize “k” pronounces /g/. Individuals read and read it together.

2.Talk about the colours of the sky:

  ⑴The sky is blue.

  ⑵The sky is orange.

  ⑶The sky is red.

  ⑷The sky is purple.

  ⑸The sky is pink.

  ⑹The sky is grey.

3.Chant: Sky, sky, the sky is blue.

Sky, sky, the sky is purple.

Sky, sky, the sky is pink.

Sky, sky, the sky is grey.

4.Describe: ⑴There is the sun in the sky.

          ⑵There are two birds in the sky.

cloud

1.⑴There are many clouds in the sky. This is the cloud. Listen and imitate the pronounce. Emphasize “ou” pronounces /au/.

 ⑵There are many clouds. Elicit out: clouds. Read it following T.

2. Describe: ⑴The clouds look like a _____ .

①    The clouds look like a bear.

②    The clouds look like a dog.

③    The clouds look like a bird (eagle).

④    The clouds look like a duck.

⑤    The clouds look like a fish.

mountain

1. The clouds look like mountains. 

⑴There is a mountain. Listen and imitate the pronounce.

⑵T points: There are many mountains.

2.Talk about the famous mountains they like. Show the pictures of the mountains:

 Tai Mountain, Wutai Mountain, Hua Mountain.

  ⑴First guide the students to read the names and know them;

  ⑵Then talk in the structures: I like _____ Mountain.

forest

1.What is on the mountains? There is a tree. Then T shows 4, many, many, … trees. Many trees can be a forest. Listen and imitate the pronounce.

2.Describe: ⑴There is a big/green/… forest.

          ⑵ ①There are two pandas in the forest.

②There are two rabbits in the forest.

③There are two monkeys in the forest.

④There are two tigers in the forest.

⑤There are two squirrels in the forest.

grass and flowers

1.⑴Near the forest, what can you see? Elicit out: grass. Listen and imitate the pronounce.

  ⑵What’s there in the grass?

2. ⑴Elicit out: There is a flower. Listen and imitate the pronounce.

  ⑵ ①How many flowers are there? What colour are they ?

There are pink flowers in the grass.

②There are white flowers in the grass.

③There are red flowers in the grass.

path

1.Look, there is green grass. Near the grass, there is a big forest. Behind the forest, there are many mountains. Revise the three words: forest, mountains. What’s there in the grass? Elicit out: There is a path. Listen and imitate the pronounce. Read /ea/ according to the tape.

river & lake

1.⑴Listen to the sound of the water and elicit out: a river. Listen and imitate the pronounce. 

⑵Describe: ①There is a river.

            ②There are many fish in the river.

            ③There are many frogs near the river.

2.⑴T points and ask: There are many mountains. In the mountains, there is a … ? It’s a lake. Listen and imitate the pronounce. Read it individuals and read it together.

ⅢConsolidation

1.      Watch the whole flash of this lesson and read the words following it.

2.      ⑴Show the back of the pictures and ask the students to guess.

Sky, sky, there is blue sky. Then ask the students to copy and make the similar chant.

⑵Show the whole chant for this lesson. Ask the students to read it together.

⑶Practise with T: T: Sky, sky; S: There is blue sky.

ⅣExtension

1.      ⑴Get a picture with the nature park into several parts, cover them and number them. Ask the students to imagine and guess: There is/ are … 

⑵Prepare three pictures to guess.

⑶Describe the last one together. Repeat the sentences.

2.      Take out the exercise paper and complete the subject.

3.      Ask a student to read and check the answer together.

4.      Ask them to change their subjects and check each other’s.

5.      Then return the subjects and T guides them to read.

6.      Read the sentences by themselves.

7.      Ask someone to have a try.
